DONOR/GENERAL
· Is Age 46 OK – any conditions will not treat?

We do not treat:

a. women aged over 50 years old according to our local law

b. women with positive HIV test

c. women that due to the uterus, we believe that they cannot carry full term pregnancy and we advice her not to be treated
· What is the waiting time?

This depends on your natural characteristics and your preferences for donor matching.

Usually is not more than 3 months.

·  What way do you try to match the donor to us? 
According to your physical characteristics and/or any other personal preferences asked, including physical characteristics and if you need, Blood Group.

Here, we have to underline that we cannot fully guarantee that your child will match the donor’s characteristics. We discuss this important matter during our first meeting.

·  As I am 46 is it possible to have: a donor under 30 (preferably mid to late twenties); proven donor so that I could get the best possible chance.

Donor’s age group is 20-30 years old anyway. We strongly advice overseas couples to choose a proven fertility donor, as cancellations in these cases are more difficult.

·  I know donors are anonymous but it is important to me that I have as much information as possible so that I have something to give the child later (so they can get an idea of the donor’s background, personality, etc.) and what sort of information would this be? 
You may have as much information as you need apart from information that directly or indirectly might lead to donor’s ID.

SUCCESS RATES
What is % of women in first transfer:

· Who get + pregnancy result
62% get a positive HCG result.

·  Who get +clinical pregnancy result
55% get a clinical pregnancy result

·  Who go on to have live births

52% have live births.

Will my age /fact I may be menopausal/travelling affect these statistics (e.g. increase my chance of miscarriage?)

Not at all. There is no affect as long as your uterus cavity is OK.

PRE IVF TREATMENT

· What pre-treatment information do we have to bring? 

You will be asked to give us a detailed fertility history and any health issues we need to be aware about.

Also, any previous tests you have in hand will be very helpful.

·  Consultation Cost and ways it can be done?
Consultation itself is free. You will be advised to visit us in the first part of your cycle, if you have natural cycles, after the bleeding finishes. Please, arrange to stay 2 days in Athens.

You should notify us for your arrival 5-7 days before. The exact time of our meeting will be confirmed to you 1-2 days before. During consultation we will give you some tests, we will take some photos of you and we will discuss your preferences for donor’s matching

· Please give what tests/scans must be done before the IVF treatment and what would they cost to get done in Greece? How long would we need to be in your country for this?

1. During consultation meeting you will need to have:

2. A scan, a mock ET and an aqua scan to check the uterus cavity. This costs 200€. In the case that we find a possible problem, you will be advised to have it fixed before considering treatment. This can be done by operational hysteroscopy next day in a local Hospital by our expert doctor. It will be of an extra cost of around 1500-1700€. But you can arrange it with your doctors in your country, too. 

3. Blood tests for HIV I, II / HbsAg / HCV / RPR for you and your partner if you have not done before or if they are more than 6 months. The cost is 98€/person.

4. Sperm analysis and sperm freezing done, depending on that day’s quality. For sperm analysis and freezing it is recommended 2-3 days of sexual abstistence and the costs are 70€ and 50€ /vial/year.  

5. According to your particular case, we may suggest some other tests too. We usually ask for genetic coagulation factors testing (costs here are 500€) and Prolactin blood test (25€) .Of course, it will be up to you to decide if you will do them here or back to your country. 

· Could the consultation be done at same visit as tests?

We strongly suggest you to do so if your decision for treatment has been taken.

· Any Medications required at this stage and how do we get them and what costs involved?

We usually suggest to take all the medication needed for the treatment from here. The total cost is less than 200€.

IVF TREATMENT

· What is the basic cost of the donor egg IVF treatment?
It is 5.000€. This price includes: donor’s expenses (full testing, drugs for stimulation, Egg collection under anesthesia) and lab costs for in vitro fertilization and embryo transfer.   

· What additional costs would / could be incurred?
None.

· Any medications required at this stage and how do we get them and what costs involved?

You might need to take back with you some extra drugs. The cost might be around 100-150€.

· What is your embryo transfer policy? In my case how many embryos might you replace at one time?
We are allowed to transfer up to 3 embryos.   

· What happens if some eggs left for freezing? How long will it be before we can try again?

We do freeze the rest of the embryos only if they develop to blastocysts and after you sign the relevant consent form. It has an extra cost of 1000€. We discuss this matter in details when we meet. For FET there is no time limit.

· What happens if we need to go for another fresh cycle? How long will it be before we can try again?

Usually we arrange it within 1 or 2 months. You do not need to come here again before ET if we have your partner’s sperm frozen.  

· What happens to the costs if the cycle has to be abandoned? 
We will cover all costs ourselves if for any reason your cycle has to be abandoned.  

· How long would we need to be in country for?
For consultation meeting you will need to stay two days.

For the treatment and if we have your partner’s sperm frozen, just 1 day (the day of ET)

If we do not have his sperm, you will need to be here at the day of egg collection and stay till ET. This makes it 4 days. 
POST IVF TREATMENT
· What are the post treatment steps? 

You will be asked to have b-hCG  blood test 12 days after ET.

If positive, you will need to repeat it together with progesterone levels two days later. 

You will have to arrange a scan two weeks later at your place.

We will be very happy if you stay in touch with us till your delivery. 

· Any medications required at this stage can we get them from this clinic and what costs involved?

We provide you the e-mail of a local pharmacy and you order whatever you might need.

The cost is not much but I am not sure for the exact costs. 
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
